This modern cosmopolitan city sits 

on the shores of a natural harbour with a backdrop of rainforest-clad mountains, and 

provides front-door access to the World Heritage-listed Great Barrier Reef, rainforest 

regions of Cape Tribulation and Cape York and the Outback.  Following our arrival, 

we will check in and freshen up in preparation for a very special dinner and show. 

Journey into dreamtime legend and discover the magic of Australia’s ancient 

indigenous culture. Tjapukai by Night is a unique and memorable experience not to 

be missed.

Day #7            Cairns –Green Island

We travel to the Skyrail Rainforest Cableway, a world first in environmental tourism 

taking you on an amazing experience over Australia’s World Heritage listed Tropical 
Rainforest canopy and deep into the forest.

Gliding just metres above the rainforest canopy in comfortable six-person gondola 

cabins, the Skyrail journey immerses you in an intimate rainforest experience where 
you’ll see, hear, smell and become part of the tropical rainforest environment.  

Relax and enjoy the stunning rainforest scenery, panoramic views of the Cairns’ 

tropical region and the glittering waters of the Coral Sea. Following this wonderful 

experience, we will take a scenic drive back to Cairns and lunch.   

Following lunch, we will take a 45 minute catamaran journey to Green Island resort, 

your stunning home for the next two nights. Situated on one of the Seven Natural 

Wonders of the World, the Great Barrier Reef, this ancient coral cay is home to over 

120 species of native plants, colourful bird and marine life and beautiful coral 

gardens to explore and is designated as a National Park. Resort activities such as 

snorkeling and guided nighttime rainforest walks, beach activities and equipment, glass 

bottom boat tours, and access to the Underwater Observatory are just some of the 

included activities.
