Sue Wege’s workshop -Fun Convergence Quilts à la Ricky Tims’.
An easy, fun class where fabrics are cut into strips and converged (merged) together to produce another fabric with amazing and often unpredictable results. 

A great technique to use those fabrics with large prints that you have never wanted to cut up, for fear of loosing the image. This technique allows you to still see the pattern. You need 2, 3 or 4 different fabrics. Hand dyed splotchy fabrics, pictures and large prints all work well. 

On Day 1 you should be able to complete a small quilt top about 90cm square (including borders). 
On Day 2 there are several options you can do .

1 
If you want something larger this square looks good when repeated to form a much larger piece 
 or 

2 
Use your piece as a background and appliqué over it
or.

3 
Learn 2 different versions of blended convergence using 1 or 2 pieces of fabric

 After this class you will look at fabric differently.

This class requires a sewing machine for piecing. 

It is suitable for beginners to advanced patch-workers.
